The Arab Potash Company (APC) focused during the past years on maintaining positive interaction with Jor-
danian society and cooperating with public and private institutions and local communities to raise the level

of its contributions to the development of local communities and improve the quality of services provided to
citizens, in line with the vision of His Majesty King Abdullah Il Ibn Al Hussein that the first priority is a better
life for all Jordanians.

APC’s CSR budget in 2014 amounted to JD 7.5 million, which was allocated according to priorities set in
consultation with public and private institutions and local communities. 29% was allocated to education and
higher education, 21% for social development and the care of orphans, 21% for municipalities and support-
ing official institutions, 11% for health and care for people with special needs, 8% for sports and youth, 3%
for water and the environment, 3% to support cultural activities, 3% for the maintenance and repair of hous-
es of worship, and 1% to support professional and trade union activities.

Naturally, APC also focuses on ensuring the sustainability and continuity of this effort, to consolidate the
principle of partnership not only between the public and private sectors, but also partnership between the
private sector and society as a whole. Therefore, APC has embarked on studying the best means to institu-
tionalize its CSR work, and initial findings point to the importance of establishing an independent foundation
dedicated to this aspect of the company’s activities.

APC affirms that supporting local communities through projects that contribute to raising the standard of
living of citizens will continue to be a top priority and that the Company will continue to provide for these
communities in the coming years, through its belief in the importance of the role of the private sector in
development.

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APC provided JD 2,203,257 to support the education sector in all parts of the country. Projects that were
launched or completed and opened this year included the following:

1. Opening of Tawahin Al Sukkar Mixed Secondary School located in Ghor Al Mazra'ah, which APC financed
fully to the value of JD 1.06 million, in response to an initiative by His Majesty King Abdullah Il Ibn Al-Hus-
sein. The school provides a model learning environment for about 1,000 students from the Southern
Valley Area, from kindergarten to the tawjihi (school leaving exam). This will empower them to greater
educational attainment and expand the opportunities available to them to build a better future. The
highest international standards were observed in designing and building the school in terms of the space
available to students in the classroom, and the presence of all necessary facilities. The school includes 24
classrooms, computer, science and biology labs, special halls for kindergarten, sports and art, a prayer
enclosure, and external playgrounds in addition to five dunums (1 dunum = 1,000 sq. m) of greenhouses
for extracurricular activities. The school replaces three schools that were located in rented buildings.

2. Adoption of the project to establish a model secondary school in Ghor Safi.
3. Adoption of the project to establish a model secondary school in the town of Taybeh in the Karak Gover-
norate.

4. Adoption of the project to provide a Wi-Fi network for internet use at the universities of Muta, Tafila and
Al-Hussein Bin Talal.

These projects are implemented in cooperation with the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Public
Works through tenders that will be launched in this regard.

It should be noted that APC is cooperating with the Ministry of Public Works to launch a tender for building
a model secondary school in Ghor Safi, funded by the Jordan Bromine Company, one of the affiliates of
the Arab Potash Company, in addition to another school at Hai Al Makrumah Al Malakiyah and to add four
classrooms at Ghor Al Ma’mourah School.
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APC provided JD 1,554,419 million in 2014 to support welfare and orphans’ care associations throughout the
Kingdom.

Donations included the distribution of 15,000 welfare packages during the month of Ramadan to needy
families in all provinces of the Kingdom, to a value of more than half a million Dinars. Welfare packages
contain more than twenty basic food items in sufficient quantities to help needy families to bear the burdens
and expenses of the month of fasting.

The packages were distributed in cooperation with the Ministry of Awqgaf and Zakat Fund, which prepared
lists of families most in need who do not receive aid from other sources, so as to provide for the largest
number of needy families.

Distribution took into consideration the density of pockets of poverty in different regions and the presence of
other active parties that offer similar services. Packages were distributed as follows: Irbid 1,500 packages,
Balga 750, Jerash 750, Zarga 1,200, Tafilah 1,430, Ajloun 650, Agaba 600, the Wadi Araba area 500, Amman
1,695, Karak 1,800, Madaba 950, Ma’an 825, Mafraq 850, and the Southern Ghor region 1,500 parcels.

APC’s contributions also included support for 10 welfare associations operating in the Wadi Araba area to
support their development activities in the region, which is one of the most in need of development in the
Kingdom. APC also provided a tractor with all its fittings, to serve farmers in the entire Wadi Araba region.

And in cooperation with the Princess Alia Foundation (PAF), APC purchased a bus for people with special
needs for Al Amani Association for the care of special needs people in the Wadi Araba region. APC will
also cooperate with PAF to implement the solar energy project to generate electricity from solar energy for
lighting, cooling and heating schools in Wadi Araba.

And finally, APC adopted an SOS home at the SOS Children’s Village in Agaba to the value of JD 18,000
annually. It is noteworthy that the SOS Children’s Village Foundation follows a sophisticated approach to
care for orphans, whereby children live in houses within the village under the auspices of a mother that
cares for around nine children who grow up as siblings in a family atmosphere where they enjoy the love of a
mother and family of which life had deprived them.
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In support of official bodies, APC provided JD 1,550,948 to support municipalities and other official
institutions, and build multi-purpose community halls in the cities and villages of the Kingdom.

Within the municipal support program, APC cooperated with the Municipality of Wadi Araba to build a multi-
purpose hall, and with the Municipality of Greigrah and Finan to tender for the purchase of machinery.

In addition, CEO Brent Heimann opened the multi-purpose community halls in villages and Mhai Shqeirah
and Salihiya, which the APC had pledged to build and equip in 2013.
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In the area of health and care for people with special
needs, APC provided JD 831,740 to support various
projects that included:

1. Three dental clinics with all accessories for the
Prince Zeid Ibn Al Hussein Hospital in Tafilah

2. Two dental clinics with all accessories for the
Prince Ali Hospital in Karak

3. Six dialysis machines with chairs to Al-Hussein
Hospital of the Royal Medical Services.

4. Seven kidney dialysis machines with chairs to
Prince Rashid Hospital in Irbid

5. Twenty chairs for patients receiving chemothera-
py at the Al-Hussein Hospital of the Royal Medical
Services.

6. Sixteen dialysis machine with chairs allocated in
cooperation with the Ministry of Health as fol-
lows:

a. Two machines to Princess Iman Hospital in
Ma’'addi

b. Two machines to Al Iman Hospital in Ajloun,

c. Three machines to Princess Basma Hospital
in Irbid

d. Two machines to Madaba Government Hospi-
tal,

e. Two machines to Ma’ath bin Jabal Hospital in
the Northern Jordan Valley,

f. One machine to Abu Ubaidah Al Jarrah Hospi-
talin the Northern Jordan Valley,
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g. One machine to Princess Raya Hospital in Deir
Abi Al Sa’eed

h. One machine to the Yarmouk Hospital in Bani
Kinanah District,

i. Two to Salt Government Hospital

in Agaba, a specialized center that provides

comprehensive assistance to autistic people
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APC provided JD 604,550 to support the sports sector, including the establishment of six -6a-side courts

in the Southern Jordan Valley, Karak, and Tafilah in cooperation with the Higher Council for Youth, through
government tenders.
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APC provided JD 256,147 to finance a number of
water projects in the Southern Jordan Valley area to
serve local communities and provide residents with
suitable quantities of drinking water. Most important
among these projects was the opening of two
artesian wells and laying the foundation stone for a
water reservoir with a capacity of 1,000 cubic meters
to provide drinking water for citizens there, and
another -300cubic meter tank to collect untreated
water. The projects also included:

Ghor Al Safi Projects

1. Water wells:
a. Digging a 60 cubic meters per hour well
b. Digging a 25 cubic meters per hour well
2. Treatment plants
a. Rehabilitating the Ghor Al Safi treatment plant
b. Building an additional treatment plant

3. Building the main pumping station in the Ghor Al
Safi area, which is a qualitative leap in the provi-
sion of water and the quality of water provided. It
includes:

a. A 1,000 cubic meter reservoir to collect the
final product.

b. A 300-cubic meter reservoir to collect untreat-

c. A plant building that includes a surface pump
room with a four-pump capacity:

e Two 300/200 pumps

4. Carrier lines

a. Laying a 1-kilometer 4-inch line at the Naqg'e
Area
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b. Laying a 500-meter 10-inch fiberglass line
for effluent water coming out of the treat-
ment plant.

1. Rehabilitating the Ghor Al Mazra'ah treatment
plant and raising its efficiency

2. Building a machines room for surface pumps

3. Laying a 600-meter 180 millimeter polyeth-
ylene carrier line from Well 8 Al Mazra'ah to the
treatment plant.

4. Fencing a building a machines room for Well 8
Al Mazra'ah

In the area of environmental conservation and
optimal use of all resources, including recycling
consumed materials, APC signed on Sunday
2014/11/05 an agreement with two Jordanian
companies for recycling 1,300 tons of worn tires
over two years. The move comes mainly to relieve
pressure on the environment caused by the large
quantity of truck tires consumed by the Company
in course of its activities, and to support the
recycling industry in Jordan.

It is worth mentioning that the Arab Potash
Company attaches great importance to
sustainable development by working to reduce
the environmental impact of its activities. APC
is proud to have received the global ISO 14001
certificate of conformity in recognition of its
observance of international standards in this
regard.
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APC provided JD 186,899 for the maintenance and
repair of churches and mosques in all parts of the

Kingdom.
